When to Charge the Battery

When the battery is low and only a few minutes of
operation remain, the device sounds a warning tone
at regularintervals. In this condition, your device
conserves its remaining battery power by dimming the
screen. When the battery level becomes too low, the
device automatically turns off.

Set Up Your Device

For a quick check of your battery level:

» View the battery charge indicator located in the top
right corner of your device’s display. A solid color
(D ) indicates a full charge.

You can also choose to display a percentage value.
Viewing a percentage value can provide a better idea
of the remaining charge on the battery. For more

information, see “Battery” on page 127.

While charging, the device and the charger may
become hot. This does not affect the device’s lifespan
or performance and is in the device’s normal range of
operation.

The charger may stop charging if the battery becomes
too hot.



If the device heats up while charging the battery:

1. Disconnect the charger from the device and close
any running apps.
2. Wait for the device to cool down and then begin

charging the device again.

e [f the lower part of the device overheats,
check for damage to the connected USB cable.
Replace the damaged USB cable with a new
Samsung-approved cable.

For example, if your device is lost or stolen
and a factory data reset is performed, only someone
with your Google Account username and password can
use the device.

You will not be able to access the device after a factory
data reset if you do not have your Google Account
username and password.
